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Abstract

The article presents elements of the author's methods of attracting students to
scientific activities. 142 students from Russian universities took part in the
experiment to test the elements of the method. Involvement in scientific work was
carried out by changing the content of the discipline, using projects in the work,
and publishing the results in scientific buildings. The described methodology can
be scaled up and used in universities.
